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Action Steps for Parents to Protect Their Children
and Families from the Flu this School Year

As you know, all of us in Littleton Public Schools take seriously the health, safety and
well being of our students, staff and volunteers. We are counting on our parent
community to help us with this priority. With the general concerns about the risks of the
H1NZ1 flu virus, we thought we would bring some key points to your attention, in addition
to the letter that was sent home to all parents earlier this school year. What follows are
recommendations from the Center for Disease Control (CDC) for steps
parents/guardians can take to keep families from getting sick with the flu at school
and/or at home:

1. Wash your hands often with soap and wategspecially after coughing or sneezing. Alcehol
based hand cleaners agdso effective.

2. CoveryourmouthandnosgA 6K | (A&d&adzsS ¢6KSy @2dz 02dzaK 2NJ ay.
cough or sneeze into your elbow or shoulder, not into your hands.

3. If you or your child is siglstay homefor at least 24 hours after there imronger a fever or
signs of a fever (without the use of fever reducing medicine). Keeping sick students at home
means that they keep their viruses to themselves rather than sharing them with others.

4. Get your family vaccinatedor seasonal flu and 2009 N1 flu when vaccines are available. If

you have questions about the flu vaccine, consult with your healthcare provider.
Have a plan for child careat home if your child gets sick.

If you have children who are at higher risk of serious disease from thgdlk with your
healthcare provider about a plan to protect them during the flu season.

Health authorities are predicting that more people will likely become ill from the HLN1 virus (swine flu)
than in a typical influenza season. In light of thiszation fromthe Tri County Healtibepartmentand

CDC is foa student to be kept at homi they have symptoms of influenzike illness such as a fever,
cough and/or sore throat. Keep your student at home for at least 24 hours after their fever i€gon
without fever reducing medicationsA fever is defined as00°F.

If a student comes to school or school activities with these symptoms, he or she

will be sent home. If a parent or guardian cannot be reached, the student will be

kept apart from others until they can be sent home and then should remain at

home as described above. | f you have any concerns about vy
consult your medical provider.

LPS is working with Tri County Health to provide immunization clinics for the HIN1

influenza vaccine. We anticipate that they will be provided in November at three

different locations. We will publicize that information when it is finalized.

We will continue to monitor student and staff absences closely. At the present time,

health authorities are generally not recommending school closures unless there is a

l evel of staff or student absent e¢oiogeratet hat i n
effectively.
